“God will generously provide all you need. Then you will always have 
everything you need and plenty left over to share with others...For God is 
the one who provides SEED for the farmer…”  2 Corinthians 9:8,10 (NLT)

“So here’s what I want you to do, God helping you: Take your everyday, 
ordinary life—your sleeping, eating, going-to-work, and walking-around 
life—and PLACE IT BEFORE GOD AS AN OFFERING.”  Romans 12:1 (MSG)  

2.  Look to ___________________ (v. 41) 

Jesus asked, “You of LITTLE FAITH, why are you talking among yourselves 
about having no bread?”  Matthew 16:8 (NIV)  

The apostles said to the Lord, “Show us how to INCREASE OUR FAITH.”  The 
Lord answered, “If you had faith even as small as a mustard seed, you 
could say to this mulberry tree, ‘Be uprooted and be planted in the sea,’ 
and it would obey you!’  Luke 17:5-6 (NLT)  

3.  Step out in ___________________ (v. 41)  

“And this same God who takes care of me will supply all your needs from 
his glorious riches, which have been given to us in Christ Jesus.” 
Philippians 4:19 (NLT)
