1. Commit what you have when your gift seems

GOOD IS THAT with this huge crowd?” John 6:9 (NLT)

because of what you are a part of” 1 Corinthians 12:19 (MSG)

“Such confidence we have through Christ toward God. Not that we are
adequate in ourselves to consider anything as coming from ourselves, but
OUR ADEQUACY IS FROM GOD, who also made us adequate as servants of
anew covenant...” 2 Corinthians 3:4-6 (NASB)

There is nothing small about who you are

“Each person is given something to do that shows who God is: Everyone gets
in on it, everyone benefits...I want you to think about how ALL THIS MAKES
YOU MORE SIGNIFICANT, NOT LESS.” 1 Corinthians 12:7, 14 (MSG)
